What's better than a good Cat Fight? How about a Cat Fight followed by a Halloween party at
Foxy's.

Lynda and | took another trip to the BVI in late October. Just the two of us, 10 days, we have
learned that 7 is just not enough. The plan was to spend the first 6 days alone and the last 4
with some new friends from TTOL, more on that later.

Day 1: Friday 10/21, flew to St Thomas via Miami, found the ferry to Tortola to be unusually
crowded with locals carrying TVs and other
Big Box items. Turns out it was their St
Ursula's Day, which is a big shopping
holiday and prices are much better on St
Thomas. This made the wait at Customs in
Road Town long, but we got to BVI Yacht
Charters around 7 PM. Got our gear
stowed and Bobby's delivered our
provisions, so it was Painkillers and
sandwiches onboard as we were too tired
to go out. The boat had shore power AC so
we slept great.

Day 2: Woke up and walked two blocks to
Deli France to pick up our frozen baked
goods provisions, more on that later. Stopped by the new Riteway for Coke Zero, it's just like a
US grocery store. Back to the boat, 100 yards walk to Caribbean Cellars for really cheap liquor.
Got to love BVI Yacht charters, we still left the dock by 11:00 AM. Very light air, around 5, we
went to Norman, grabbed a ball at Water Point for some seclusion and snorkeled the reef
there. Went to Willie T's, met a couple from England over drinks and had dinner with them.
Turns out when the guy was 22, he had never been sailing, but signed up for an around the
world the wrong way cruise. | got a first hand account of what it's like beating around the
Horn through 60 foot waves to three days.

Day 3: Breeze was picking up but still light for the BVI's around 10. We sailed to Cooper Island,
lunch ashore, a nice snorkel at Cistern point in the afternoon, then Happy Hour ashore, then
dinner on the boat. From Deli France we provisioned frozen ham and cheese croissants and
apple turnovers for breakfast. We got partially baked baguettes for lunch sandwiches, and we
got some Patties for lunches or dinners. Patties are kind of like Empanadas, we got some beef
and some chicken curry, both were very spicy. Their baked goods were rich, but excellent.



Day 4: Normal breeze 18-20 it was like this for the
rest of the trip. We fetched Marina Cay on one
tack, beating hard, just clearing Beef Island. My
first chance to get a sense of the boat, it was good.
We had a 40 foot mono with dual wheels. | really
like the dual wheels. You can sit on the high rail
while beating, and for single handing you can work
the wheel and the jib sheets while tacking. Our
favorite snorkel spot is at Marina Cay and you
might not know it is there. Diamond reef is just
Northwest of the mooring field, there are some
yellow dinghy balls. It's a wall that slopes from 15-
60 feet, also good for diving. It faces east so a morning snorkel would be best.

Day 5: We went up to the North Sound, we have never been to Saba Rock so we grabbed a
ball there. Spent the afternoon in their beach hammocks and found out they have a great
happy hour. 2 for 1 drinks means $2.50 painkillers, run punches, etc. and these drinks were
big and strong, we barely mad it back to the boat.

Day 6: Motored over to Leverick Bay,
one our our favorite stops. We were
to meet up with some of the TTOL
group there so we wanted to be at
the dock. Shore AC meant backing it
in, some nerves, but no problem.
Jack turned us on to TTOL, its an
Internet forum for people who cruise
a lot in the BVIs. We know some
people from the site and some that
we have met in the BVIs. Nick the
Leverick Bay manager is one we have
met before and he welcomed us at
the dock. We spent the afternoon
with Carolyn and Paul who live
aboard Cattitiude with a little dog
named LuSea who provides hours of
entertainment. It was about 5:00 PM
before the main TTOL boat with
SailDoggie and about 8 other
characters showed up. Let the party
begin.

Day7: It's always a great sail to
Anegada, a tight reach for two hours




in the open water. Met the group plus two more boats and went to Cow Wreck Beach for the
afternoon where we got to know about 10 more people. Dinner at Neptunes 15 people at one
table. We sat across from Manpot (Malcolm Boyes) who was a Hollywood journalist. We
heard some pretty entertaining stories from his past.




Fleet of the Month

The Portsmouth Fleet

You may be saying to yourself, “What, they are a ‘fleet’, but not one of the recognized one
design fleets. Well, | had the opportunity to eat with a few of our newer members at the
Commodore’s Ball that own a Force 5 and Santana 20, and | thought that you might like to learn
a little about some of the boats in our yard that aren’t a Catalina 22, MC Scow, Day Sailer or
Sunfish. This is just a few of the boats in our yard that you may be asking yourself “what’s
that”...

The Force 5

The Force 5 was designed in 1972 by Fred Scott and Jack
Evans of AMF Alcort fame. By 1974 it was their second best
selling boat and one of the fastest growing one design
fleets in the nation. It was designed to be a sleek, fast hull
that was a step up from AMF’s simpler boats. The Force 5
had sophisticated sail controls and a high performance hull
and rig. The dream of its designers came true. Over 12,000
boats were built up until 1989 when AMF Alcort changed
hands several times in a short period of time.

In the autumn of 1993, a company located on Long Island’s
famed Great South Bay began building new Force 5’s again. i :
Weeks Yacht Yard, boatbuilders since 1898, became the new builders of Force 5 sallboats

Santana 20

The Santana 20, playfully called the "Tuna 20",
is built by W.D. Schock Corporation of Corona, California.

Flying Junior

The International Flying Junior or FJ is a sailing dinghy which was g‘; 4 /ﬂFj "\,1\"'-
originally designed in 1955 in the Netherlands by renowned boat S’-&" i Fan W %%2, /{ ‘fi‘;
designer Van Essen and Olympic sailor Conrad Giilcher. The FJ was  [497 (iEYZI:‘\ ;ng_- 3,51 A agg
built to serve as a training boat for the then Olympic-class Flying 2 1V e | :
Dutchman. The FJ has a beam of 4'11" and an overall sail area of W S e

100 square feet (9.3 m?). These dimensions make the FJ an ideal
class to teach young sailors the skills of boat handling and racing.

Laser

The Laser is an Olympic class sailboat sailed competitively across the

globe. Competitive Laser sailing is governed by the International Laser
Class Association (ILCA) based out of Falmouth England. To see what is

Tornado

The boat was designed in 1967 by Rodney March of
Brightlingsea, England, with help from Terry Pierce, and Reg
White, specifically for the purpose of becoming the Olympic
catamaran. At the IYRU Olympic Catamaran Trials, it easily
defeated the other challengers.

To increase its performance even further, the Tornado was
modified in 2000, with a new sail- plan which included a
Spinnaker and Spinnaker boom, as well as an increased sail area of the existing sails. An
additional trapeze was also added, and the jib was made self tacking.
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Harpoon 5.2

The HARPOON 5.2 Day Cruiser is one of three monohull sailboats that were built by Boston
Whaler from the late 70s to the early 80s. The following is a quick overview of each boat. For
those who take avid interest in these superbly
designed and crafted boats, | have included the
complete pages of the original brochures. Please note
that the brochure pictures as well as most other links
open into a new page and can be minimized for later
viewing or closed to return to this page. For the
Harpoon 5.2 there was an earlier brochure which
depicted the actual prototype. The four pages of this brochure are here available with the a-
extension. Close inspection will reveal some differences between the prototype and the actual
production boats.
